The pianist NEIL GALANTER began his musical studies at the age of seven. He gave his first recital at the age of nine, and made his debut at twelve with orchestra. He has since gone on to play many recitals, concerts as soloist, chamber musician and with orchestra throughout the USA, Mexico, Canada, Europe, Australia and New Zealand including appearances at Centenary Hall in Leeds, Salle Cortot in Paris, McCain Hall in Dublin, Ulster Hall in Belfast, the Sydney Opera House, Weill Recital Hall in New York, and the Concertgebouw in Amsterdam.  He is a researcher and exponent of many major Spanish, English, French and Belgian composers: Xavier Montsalvatge, the well known Catalan composer, with whom Galanter was good friends, lauded Mr. Galanter’s interpretations of Spanish Music and invited Mr. Galanter many times to Spain for concerts and performances of his works. William Blezard of the UK wrote a piano work especially for Mr. Galanter during his 2002 Australian Tour.  Recently, he has collaborated in a series of chamber music and solo concerts with members of the LA Philharmonic, including several performances of the TURINA Piano Quartet. In 2008, he gave the American Premiere of the Belgian Composer Marcel Poot’s Piano Concerto. Last summer saw the EP Release of his CD album Catalan Piano Music on iTunes, Amazon and other major music outlets. In honor of the Chopin bicentennial this year, there will be a re-release of a Chopin CD and he is also producing a hip/hop music and dance program combining a wide variety of genres and styles which will premiere late this year. He is very interested in bridging the gaps between many genres of music and enjoys working in crossover genres of music in many different musical communities. In May of last year, he made his debut as the Musical Director for the first anniversary gala of the 88’s Cabaret Series at the Republic in West Hollywood playing rock and pop music. Most recently, he has been working with the Spanish and Flamenco Dancer Inesita in a new program of Spanish Music celebrating the Dance & Music of Spain which will be touring Southern California in the coming months.
